Hand-carved memorial wall sculp-
tures at Oakwood Village West and East display the donor’s name(s)
and the name of  the deceased friend or relative. 

To include an inscription on either Memorial Wall, a donor makes
a contribution of  $1,000 or more to the Oakwood Foundation. We ask
that the donation come from one individual or couple, rather than
combining gifts to reach that amount.

The gift can be designated to whichever fund the donor wishes,
such as renovation of  Hebron Oaks, the Continuing Care Endow-
ment Fund, Grounds, Pastoral Care, or to the Foundation’s general
fund.

The $1,000 donation also makes the donor eligible to become a
member of  the Golden Oak Society for that year. Members of  this
recognition club are invited to an annual reception and included in
the donor listings in Oakwood Update and annual report.
