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to be,” Hazel offered when asked
about her many years of  visiting and
living at Oakwood. In November
2008, Hazel’s health necessitated a
hospital stay and recuperation at the
new Health and Rehabilitation Cen-
ter at Oakwood Village East. After
being involved at Oakwood West for
so many years, the news that Hebron
Oaks was full and that she would
need to move to the East campus was
a bit disappointing. “Within 24 hours
at Oakwood Village East, I was so
happy to be there. The physical ther-
apists were great. The food was good.
Everybody knew me when I went to
the cafeteria for meals.” 

Until her hospitalization, Hazel
welcomed new residents to her floor
with cookies or banana bread. Con-
versation about the recent inaugura-
tion of  President Obama reminded
her of  the first election in which she
voted—for Franklin D. Roosevelt. 

The country and Oakwood have

changed drastically in the past
decades. Despite all these changes,
Hazel feels strongly that “if  you can’t
take care of  yourself, go to Oakwood
and they’ll take care of  you.” After

several weeks of  therapy, 98-year-old
Hazel happily returned to her sixth
floor apartment with minimal assis-
tance from staff  in the Residential
Care Program. m
